Thank you for the September 2018, Soil Management Plan, prepared by Applied Water Resources (AWR) for the
subject site and electronically submitted to the State Water Board’s GeoTracker website on November 5, 2018.
Alameda County Department of Environmental Health (ACDEH) staff has reviewed the case file and the subject Soil
Management Plan (SMP) and concurs with the SMP as submitted.

COMMENTS — SMP IMPLEMENTATION

As you are aware, Arsenic and Nickel were detected in soil at concentrations that exceed their respective San
Francisco Bay Regional Water Quality Control Board’s (RWQCB) Environmental Screening Level (ESL). According to
the document entitled “Establishing Background Arsenic in Soil of the Urbanized San Francisco Bay Region,” the
upper estimate of Arsenic concentrations (99th percentile) considered as background is 11 mg/kg. Since
concentrations of Arsenic in soil at the site are below 11 mg/kg, ACDEH will consider the Arsenic concentrations in
soil detected at the site as background.

Nickel was detected below the Residential Shallow Soil Exposure ESL of 820 mg/kg, but above the Tier 1 Construction
Worker Direct Exposure ESL of 86 mg/kg. Therefore, the Nickel concentrations in soil appear to pose a potential risk
to the construction workers who may come in contact with site soils, which prompted the preparation and submittal
of the SMP.

As the project commences, each contractor, subcontractor, etc. must be presented with the SMP and sign the
“Agreement and Acknowledgement Statement” listed as Appendix A in the SMP.

Please submit the “Agreement and Acknowledgement Statement” in a quarterly summary report during the
construction of the project and submit a Final Report, which documents and summarizes the removal and disposal of
any soil and Nickel mitigation measures (e.g. dust suppression, etc.) implemented during construction, within 60-day
of project completion.

GEOTRACKER COMPLIANCE

A review of the State Water Resources Control Board’s GeoTracker website identified that required Electronic
Submittal Information (ESI), including EDF data, GEO_MAP, GEO_BORE, etc. has not been electronically transmitted.
